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After almost two years of ups and downs in the pandemic, I suppose that most of the students are accustomed to
using electronic devices for normal schooling. This was once considered to be a practice at the forefront of the times. It
is now commonplace and becomes a part of students’ everyday life. No one could resist change. To stick to old ways in
times of change is not viable. Some people choose to wait, with the hope that the urge for change will soon be over. Some
people choose to hesitate, thinking that a better option will spring up. Some people choose to pluck up the courage to
try, and give meanings to their actions.
